Order for the Reception of the Holy Oils 
"The reception of the Holy Oils may take place in individual 
parishes either before the celebration of the Evening Mass of 
the Lord's Supper or at another time that seems more  
appropriate."  — Roman Missal, Chrism Mass, no. 15  
The above rubric, included in the Roman Missal, Third Edition, 
does not specify how a "reception of the Holy Oils" would 
take place.  The Church, therefore, permits pastors some  
latitude in determining the best way for it to be carried out in 
their parishes, should they wish to do so.  A simple ceremony 
that is sober yet joyful, consistent with the Roman liturgy, 
and emphasizing the grace of the sacraments and unity with 
the bishop, would seem to be the most appropriate way to 
receive the oils in a parish. 
One possible model is found in the Order for the Reception of 
the Holy Oils, which was confirmed by the Holy See for  
optional use in the dioceses of the United States in 1989. 
Introduction 
1.  It is appropriate that the Oil of the Sick, the Oil of  
Catechumens, and the holy Chrism which are blessed by the 
Bishop during the Chrism Mass be presented to and received 
by the local parish community. 
2.  The presentation of the holy Oils may take place at the 
Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday or, if the Oils are 
not blessed on Holy Thursday, on another day. 
3.  The oils should be reserved in a suitable repository in the 
presbyterium or near the baptismal font.

Orden para la Recepción de los Santos Óleos 
"La recepción de los Santos Óleos puede tener lugar en  
parroquias individuales antes de la celebración de la Misa  
Vespertina de la Cena del Señor o en otro momento que 
parezca más apropiado". — Misal Romano, Misa Crismal, n. 15 
La rúbrica anterior, incluida en el Misal Romano, Tercera 
Edición, no especifica cómo se llevaría a cabo una "recepción 
de los Santos Óleos".  La Iglesia, por lo tanto, permite a los 
párrocos cierta libertad para determinar la mejor manera de 
llevarla a cabo en sus parroquias, si así lo desean.  Una  
ceremonia sencilla, sobria pero alegre, acorde con la liturgia 
romana y que enfatiza la gracia de los sacramentos y la  
unidad con el obispo, parece ser la forma más apropiada de 
recibir los óleos en una parroquia. 
Un modelo posible se encuentra en la Orden para la  
Recepción de los Santos Óleos, que fue confirmada por la 
Santa Sede para uso opcional en las diócesis de los Estados 
Unidos en 1989. 
 
Introducción 
1. Es apropiado que el Óleo de los Enfermos, el Óleo de los 
Catecúmenos y el Santo Crisma que sean bendecidos por el 
Obispo durante la Misa Crismal sean presentados y recibidos 
por la comunidad parroquial local. 
2.  La presentación de los santos Óleos puede tener lugar en 
la Misa de la Cena del Señor el Jueves Santo o, si los Óleos no 
se bendicen el Jueves Santo, en otro día. 
3. Los óleos deben reservarse en un depósito adecuado en el 

presbiterio o cerca de la pila bautismal.(TOMADO DE USCCB)
